The winners’ profiles and articles may be published on the official website of the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation.
Participants need to fill in a personal information form (Annex 1) and an application (Annex 2) to support their submission. 
Participants should send their submissions, consisting of an article that meets the requirements in Annex 3, the personal information form, a photo, and the application, via email at sco25@sectsco.org. Email subject should be “Article Contest marking the 25th anniversary of the SCO.” 
Submissions are open through 20 May 2026.
The winners will be announced on the SCO Day on 15 June 2026.

Article requirements

1. Articles in Chinese, Russian or English will be accepted in standard electronic formats such as *.doc, *.docx or *.rtf files (Microsoft Word, OpenOffice Writer, etc.). 
2. The approximate length should be up to 10,000 characters including spaces, in font size 14 (up to five pages). 
3.  The article should be accompanied by the following meta data: 
3.1.1. Title. 
3.1.2. Short abstract. 
3.1.3. Information about the author: full name, education institution, nationality, city and country of residence, and email. 
3.1.4. The author’s photo to be published alongside the article. 
4. Bibliographic references should appear after the article, in alphabetical order. Footnote bibliographical references are not allowed. 
5. Illustrations may be embedded into the article. All illustrations, including charts and diagrams, must be duplicated in high resolution in addition to the article. 
6.  In the event of substantial deviation from the main formatting principles, the article may be rejected.
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
